UN LABBE PARASITE Stercorarius parasiticus AU KATANGA : UNE NOUVELLE ESPECE
BOUR LE ZAIRE - Spencer & Hudson (1978, Report on bird-ringing for 1977,
Ringing and Migration 2: 57-104) signalent la découverte au Zaive d'un Labhe
parasite Stercorarius parasiticus bagué aux Shetlands. Il s'agit d'un pullus
muni d'une bague le 30 Juin 1977 & Foula et retrouvé mort probablement en
novembre de la méme année (la date de la lettre 27 novembre 1977 étant
placde en parenthéses) prés de Kabongo/Katanga (07°24's, 25°38'E)., A ma
connalssance c'est la premidre mention du Labbe parasite pour le Zairs, A
noter gue Kabongo se trouve a environs 1300 km de 1'océan,
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
