The editorial in Malimbug 5 (2), December 1983, (reproduced below in French),
drew attention to the diminution of submissions in recent years. Members'
responses have been most gratifying, and with this Volume we may hope that
the downward trend has been arrested. It now remalns te reverse 1t. During
1984  difficulties with typing have beset production, and Council apologises
for the usual bi-annual issues being combined this year into a single number.
Whether Volume 7 will appear in one or twe parts will-depend on how much mat-
erial is submitted and accepted within the next few months. Meanwhile, the
editorlal problem has not resolved itself, Whilst Councll sees it as of
prime importance to maintain productlon quallty, readers will notice thatl
several different type faces have been used in the production of this issue
of Malimbus., That is because some authors' edited photo-perfect second-draft
typescripts are now being used by the printer, avoiding the need for the
Blitor to prepare alean typescripts; and because other typing is being done
in a variety of places and no longer on a single machine.

of the severe conservation problems in the area, both species must now be
considered as critically endangered. Other interesting species found by
the expedition in the Bamenda Highlands include the White-headed Wood
Hoopoe Phoeniculus bollei, Camercon Mountain Greenbul, Green-breasted Bush-
shrike, Black-collared Apalis Apalis pulchra, Plack-throated 2Apalis a.
jacksoni and Bannerman's Weaver. Another rare bird, of uncertain taxonomic
status, the Bamenda Apalis Apalis sharpii bamendae, was found by the
expedition at about 1,400 m above sea—~level near Bali, This is a bird of
thickets and riparian growth at middle elevations, rather than of montane
forest. It is not clear to what extent the habitat of this bird is under
threat.

The ICBP Camercon Montane Forest Survey is now producing a detailed
report of its findings which will be available early in 19285, It will
include a study of avian altitudinal zonation on the scuthern slopes of
Mount Camercon, ICBP is now planning two follow-up projects in Camercon.
One is envisaged as a two~year project on Mt Oku, devising a conservation
management plan for the axea. We also hope to send another expedition to
Rupé, Nlonako, the Rumpi Hills and the ornithologically-unexplored Bakossi
Mountains (near Mt Kupé). A principal aim of the project would be to re-
locate the Kupé Mountain Bush-shrike.
